Professor Jake Mendelssohn, a pioneer in educational robotics, launched the world’s
first intemational robot Contests for students. By 1996, it became the earliestglobal
contest involving primary and secondary school students.

Dr. Yun pioneered educational robotics Contestss in China, quickly expanding them into
2000 , 4 .

the largest and most diverse set of events globally. He also established a professional

development system for robotics education.

Dr. Yun and Professor Jake Mendelssohn co-founded the World Educational Robotics
Society and initiated the World Educational Robot Contest (WER) in 2013. WER
reflects their shared vision of blending robotics with early SITA-based education.
